These trips are organized and 
coordinated fully by Maranatha, 
and they are open to everyone. 

North America Projects
These projects take place in the 
United States and Canada and 
typically involve renovations for 
churches, camps, or schools, or 
new construction. Volunteers pay 
for travel to the project site; meals 
and lodging are provided. 

Family Projects
These projects are designed to 
accommodate children and focus 
on the family experience. There is 
no age limit. Families of all sizes 
and individuals are welcome. 

Ultimate Workout
This popular, transformative 
experience is exclusively for 
teenagers in high school, ages 14-18. 
The annual project is in July.

Catalyst
Created for collegiate-aged adults, 
ages 18-28, this project brings 
service-minded young people 
together for a spiritual adventure. 

Multiple Group Projects
This trip brings teams of 15 people 
or less together to create one large 
team. Small groups may come from 
schools, churches, families, work, or 
other entities. 

For all international projects coordinated by Maranatha, volunteers are responsible 
for travel expenses to and from the site and a participation fee, which covers food, 
lodging, in-country transportation, and insurance.
